Minutes: 
1. Cricket equipment
The annual sports budget is £500. Approximately £50 has already been given to the MCR football team and £80 has been promised for floodlit pitch rental next autumn. The remainder of the budget can therefore be split between the cricket team and funding a new leg press for the Leckhampton gym. The cricket club asked for £50 for balls, £150 for a bat, and money for teas and taxis. It was decided that money for teas and taxis should not come from the MCR committee, however funds for a bat and helmet should.     
Actions: Andy Nelson to discuss the budget with Gaz Hughes and decide how much to give to the Cricket team and how much is needed for the leg press. 
2. Event Ideas
Last year the mexicana event was held at the end of April. It was decided to hold a similar event on Friday 5th May with the theme, “Piratical Rumbustification” (Pirates).  It was also decided to hold a dinner first, as it will entice people to come earlier. 

It has been suggested that formal musical recitals could be held after Sunday teas and on Friday nights informal music recitals could take place. Dr Brookes and Professor Ibbetson have suggested that entertainments should be put on after Tuesday sit down meals. 

It was decided to hold a cocktail party at the end of term for the MCR cricket team, as was held for the football team.    
Actions: Seb Haines and Lucky Tran to organize Pirate themed event. Nick Gunz to send e-mail to inform about music recitals.  
3. Catering Update

Nick J, Nick G and Andy are to attend a meeting with catering staff later in the week to discuss the months catering trial. It will be suggested that sit down meals should return, but bar meals should also be available on those nights too. 

Pre-formal drinks were stopped in the Batchelor’s Parlor recently by a porter, and apparently it was suggested that eating and drinking was prohibited in the BP. None of the committee had ever heard of this previously, and it was suggested that Dr Brookes should reiterate the rules. 

It was suggested that New Court used to be a bowling green, and the tradition should be revived.

The idea of graduate only formal meals in main college was discussed. It is thought that once termly formals would attract the postgraduate community, even if a higher price was charged. 
Actions: Nick J/Andy to update MCR on catering changes. Andy to contact Dr Brookes regarding the use of the Batchelors Parlor. Nick G to contact Dr Rackham concerning the use of New Court for Bowling.  

4. Kettle for Leckhampton 

It was suggested that having a kettle in Leckhampton House may be useful, particularly for Library users. The provision of tea and coffee was discussed, and it was decided that as the committee is in possession of a few boxes of fair trade tea bags, these could be placed in the TV room along with the kettle, for use in exchange for a nominal fee. It was also suggested that the UHT milk sachets could be obtained from catering, so fresh milk would not have to be bought.   

Actions: Amy to purchase a new kettle. Nick G to source UHT milk sachets.  
5. Leckhampton facilities

The issue of the Library being partially taken over during the refurbishments and not being fully returned was discussed. The area taken over is currently being used for linen storage, however it was decided that perhaps it should be restored to Library space as the summer is a busy time for library use. 

It was suggested that the meeting room upstairs in Leckhampton House should not be left locked, as it is useful for study and supervisions. Provisions for booking were discussed.

Actions: Andy to discuss the library usage, and locking of meeting room at meeting with catering and conference managers.  

6. Leckhampton House Decoration

Pictures have now been put up in some of the rooms in Leckhampton House, however many parties request involvement in choosing pictures. The bar has not yet been re-decorated with pictures; however there are sporting pictures which could be put up. The MCR committee has a £500 budget for pictures. Some of this shall be used for an MCR football team and MCR committee photographs, and some for pictures from events. 

Some of this budget could also be used to purchase blades, as both the men’s and women’s boats won them in the recent bumps races. There are also other items which could be used to decorate the bar, for example a trowel used to dig the start of the GTB foundations, and the bow of a boat which is in the boat house. 

Actions: Andy to continue organizing the photos. Lucky to pick best pictures from events to be printed and framed. 
7. Recycling

It has been suggested that a box for recycling batteries should be introduced. Also signs should be put up in the kitchens beside the bins, to remind users where recycling facilities exist. A trial of recycling from rooms, by bedders collecting recyclables twice a week was discussed. It was decided that bedders should collect recyclable paper waste from a second bin twice a week, as organic waste may smell, glass waste collection is unsafe and only a small amount of plastic waste is recyclable currently. The possibility of obtaining bins for organic waste in kitchens was discussed. It was decided to ask Michael Martin again about this possibility. 

Actions: Nick G to implement recycling plans, in collaboration with the green officer.   
8. Maintainance Tracking  

The issue of not being able to track maintainance issues was discussed. It was suggested that as a list of residents in each house was not obtainable, a representative should be appointed for each house/area to ensure that all maintainance work is reported and carried out. The lodgings representative should be contacted in case of problems, so he can act as a resonating cavity.

Actions: All MCR committee members to act as reps for their residence, and to ask others to act as reps in non covered areas.
