Welcome & Introduction   
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1. Management of Ac-
commodation  
ANUK  
The College is committed to managing student accommodation   
in accordance with the relevant provisions of the ANUK/Unipol  
Code of Standards for Larger Residential Developments. This  
code outlines management standards for all residential develop-
ments that are offered by educational establishments and speci-
fies the appropriate controls to ensure that student needs are  de-
livered effectively.   
The code covers: the allocation of accommodation; information  
provided prior to the start of the licence agreement; arrange ments 
during tenancy (including rights and notification of access,  repairs 
and maintenance obligations, provision of information on  clean-
ing, furniture and other facilities, mail delivery, and health  and 
safety matters); and end of tenancy arrangements.  This handbook 
aims to consolidate most of this information in one document, 
making it readily accessible to all students in College accommoda-
tion.

The College is committed to providing high -quality education and support to all students; in return, students are ex-
pected to adhere to high standards of conduct and behaviour while studying or representing the College. Students are 
encouraged to take positive action in response to any concerns or dissatisfaction they have by informing the College 
about any issues and cooperating with the College to address them. The Student Complaints Procedures apply to all 
student members of the College and can be found on the College's website. 
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Furniture & fittings  
The Head of Accommodation and Housekeeping is re-
sponsible for the fur niture and fittings provided within 
College accommodation. A ny queries regarding furnish-
ings should be directed to housekeeping@cor-
pus.cam.ac.uk.  

Each room is inspected ahead of the licence start date 
to provide a Room Condition Report, which is sent to 
the occupant at the start of their licence period. Occu-
pants have 7 days from the issue date to raise concerns 
wit h the assessment. This should be done by contacting 
housekeeping@corpus.cam.ac.uk. After 7 days, the 
Room Condition Report will be accepted as the agreed 
condition of the room when occupancy began.   

Rooms are visited once per term to check for any prob-
lems that may need addressing. Students are encour-
aged to raise issues concerning accommodation as soon 
as possible so that problems can be remedied.  

College bedrooms are typically furnished with a single 
or double bed and mattress, bedside table, desk chair, 
reading lamp, waste bin, and recycle bin, bookcase, 
armchair, wardrobe and chest of drawers. Please note 
that the College will not remove items of furniture 
from rooms as there is no storage available.  

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

The College provides each undergraduate bedroom with 
one pillow, one pillow protector, one mattress protector  
and one duvet. If you prefer to bring your own bedding,   
please notify the housekeeping team to arrange removal 
of College bedding by emailing housekeeping@cor-
pus.cam.ac.uk. Postgraduates are required to bring their 
own bedding.  

College furniture may not be removed from rooms, 
placed on landings or other common areas, or trans-
ferred to other rooms. Furniture may not be moved 
around rooms due to the risk of damage to fixtures and  
fittings , as well as risk of personal injury.   

Large or bulky items of furniture, including pianos, are  
not to be brought into College accommodation without  
permission: application for such items should be made  
in advance to the Head of Accommodation and House-
keeping. Students will  be required to remove any unau-
thorised furniture.   

Occupants will be held responsible for any damage 
caused to the decoration and furnishings of their rooms  
that goes beyond reasonable wear and tear. The use of 
pins, blue tack, sticky tape, command strips (and similar  
fixatives) to attach articles to the walls, furniture, or 
windows is not allowed. Students who mark walls in  this 
way risk incurring a substantial charge for redecoration. 
Please be aware that the cost of painting large rooms or 
those in the older parts of the College can be as high as 
several hundred pounds.  
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Cafeteria  

Cafeteria in  Old House is open for  lunch  Monday to 
Friday during  Full  Term with  brunch available on the 
weekends; dinner is served every evening except Satur-
day. Breakfast is generally available on Tuesdays and 
Thursdays during Full Term. Leckhampton cafeteria is 
open from  Wednesday to Friday for dinner.  

 
There may be some changes to regular cafeteria service 
outside Full Term (and occasionally during term time).  
These are communicated in advance by the Catering Of-
fice.  

Meals can be paid using a University Card belonging to a 
College member, and charges are added to College bills 
(see UPay below). All debit/credit card transactions are 
subject to surcharge pricing.

College Bars  
The Pelican Bar sells sandwiches, light bites and hot 
beverages throughout the day and full bar service in the 
evening. Opening times are communicated at the start 
of each term, and opening times may vary, but the bar 
is invariably open Monday through Sunday during the 
term.  The space is available throughout term as a study 
space when the bar is closed.  

The Leckhampton Bar operates throughout the year, 
Tuesdays to Saturdays.  The Bar offers a wide selection  
of alcoholic and non -alcoholic drinks and is always open 
to recommendations from students. Leckhampton Bar 
is closed for service on Sundays and Mondays.

Payments in both College bars can be made by Univer-
sity  card or credit/debit card ; the College bars are cash-
less.
